Foreign direct investment contributes toward financing sustained economic growth over the long term.  It is especially important for its potential to transfer knowledge and technology, create jobs, boost overall productivity, enhance competitiveness and entrepreneurship, and ultimately eradicate poverty through economic growth and development.  A central challenge, therefore, is to create the necessary domestic and international conditions to facilitate direct investment flows, conducive to achieving national development priorities, to developing countries, least developed countries, small island developing States, and landlocked developing countries, and also to countries with economies in transition. Special efforts are required in such priority areas as economic policy and regulatory frameworks for promoting and protecting investments, including the areas of human resource development, avoidance of double taxation, corporate governance, accounting standards, and the promotion of a competitive environment.  Other mechanisms, such as public/private partnerships and investment agreements, can be important. The consequences of malnutrition begin prior to birth and continue through adulthood, compromising resistance to disease, physical development, intellectual potential, and individual productivity HIV/AIDS and increases in other infectious diseases have emerged as a major challenge to sustainable development.] (USA)  [HIV/AIDS, [tuberculosis, malaria and/or other non-communicable diseases] (G77) [has merged] [have re-emerged] (G77) as a [are major threats] (EU) to sustainable development.]  [We recognize the gravity of the public health problems afflicting many developing and least developed countries, especially those resulting from HIV/AIDS, tuberculosis, malaria and other epidemics.] (G77)  [Priorities for all this will need to be determined in the context of national strategies for poverty reduction and sustainable development.] (EU)  Actions [at the national and international levels] (EU) are required to:

(c)Encourage collaborative institutions in the UN and Bank system to avoid duplications in planning at national and local levels in developing countries.

(d) Undertake SEA (Strategic Environment Assessment) of the proposed policy, plan or programme initiatives in order to ensure they are fully included and appropriately addressed at the earliest appropriate stage of decision-making in line with economic and social consideration.
